Museums for All is part of Colonial Williamsburg’s
broad commitment to seek, include, and welcome all audiences.

“Colonial Williamsburg is proud to participate in initiatives like
Museums for All to ensure that everyone — regardless of race, religion, politics, or socio-
economic background — is able to see themselves in our nation’s history.

Museums for All helps expand access to museums and raise public awareness about how
museums in the U.S. are reaching their entire communities. More than 800 institutions
participate in the initiative, including art museums, children’s museums, science centers,
botanical gardens, zoos, history museums, and more. Participating museums are located
nationwide, representing all 50 states, the District of Columbia, and U.S. Virgin Islands.
